In an update on Monday, the Vatican said the pontiff
has a "polymicrobial infection" of his respiratory tract, g4

which has required a change in his treatment.

Before his admission last week, the Pope had bron-
chitis symptoms for several days and had delegated offi-
cials to read prepared speeches at events.

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Akhtamar: The Arnenian legend of the tragic romance between
princess and a man of humble origins.

There is a romantic tale that has been passed down through generations about Akhtamar Island
in Lake Van, which can be found in the Vaspurakan region of Western Armenia. It revolves around
the doomed love between Princess Tamar, a noblewoman of Armenian descent, and a commoner
who would swim to the island every night, guided by a light lit by Tamar. Unfortunately, their se-
cret was discovered by Tamar’s father, who destroyed the light, leaving the boy stranded in the
middle of the lake without any means of guidance. The boy’s dying cries of “Akh, Tamar...” (Oh,
Tamar) can still be heard in the night, and it is from this legend that the island derives its name. To
pay homage to this enduring tale, artist Rafael Petrosyan erected a statue on the shores of Lake Se-
van, located along the highway north of Sevanavank.

It is worth noting that Zabelle Boyajian (1873-1957), a female Armenian artist, has left a rich leg-
acy of illustrations depicting Armenian mythology and legendary tales, including one that portrays
the story of Akhtamar.
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Parliament Panel Approves Bill on Armenia’s EU Membership

YEREVAN — Armenian the accession process to the European Union. The bill endorsed by the
government calls for the “start of a process of Armenia’s accession to the European Union,” paving
the way for its adoption by the National Assembly.

The bill was drafted by several pro-Western political and civic groups. They collected last year
60,000 signatures in support of their demands for National Assembly's Committee on European In-
tegration on Friday approved a draft law on the beginning of a referendum on joining the EU.

Representatives of those groups defended their initiative during a nearly four-hour meeting of
the parliament committee on European integration. One of them, Artak Zeyanlyan, said the EU
membership bid will “increase the Armenian government’s resilience” in the new “geopolitical situ-
ation” in and around the region.

The parliament’s legal experts questioned its conformity with Armenia’s relevant laws and inter-
national obligations. Nevertheless, the parliament panel dominated by pro-government deputies

Deputy Foreign Minister Paruyr Hovannisian, who
also spoke during the committee meeting, did not clarify
what exactly the government is planning to do after its
passage. PM Pashinyan said on January 9 that the referen-
dum on EU membership should be held only after Yere-
van and the EU work out a “roadmap” to Armenia’s acces-
sion to the bloc. No EU member state has officially voiced
support for such a prospect so far.

FM Mirzoyan Congratulates Marco Rubio on
Appointment as US Secretary of State

YEREVAN — Armenian Foreign Minister Ararat Mirzoyan has congratulated Marco Rubio on
his appointment as US Secretary of State.

“Warm congratulations to Secretary Rubio on his appointment as Secretary of State! Armenia
greatly appreciates its strategic partnership with the United States, rooted in shared values and com-
mon interests. We eagerly anticipate strengthening our cooperation to promote security, democra-
cy, and prosperity for both our nations,” Minister Mirzoyan said on X

For his part, Armenia’s Secretary of the Security Council, Armen Grigoryan, congratulated Mi-
chael Waltz on his appointment as the US Presidential Advisor on National Security Affairs, accord-
ing to the department’s press service.

Grigoryan expressed confidence that bilateral relations between Armenia and the United States
hold significant potential for development and that
Armenia is ready to engage in this regard.

Grigoryan highlighted the signing of the Charter
on Strategic Partnership between Armenia and the US
in Washington on January 14 as a key achievement
and emphasized the importance of advancing a mutu-
ally beneficial bilateral agenda.
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Nordic and Baltic Parliamentarians Emphasize Readiness to
Support Armenia in the European Integration Process

YEREVAN — The Speaker of the National Assembly of Armenia, Alen Simonyan, hosted a
delegation of speakers and deputy speakers from the parliaments of Nordic and Baltic countries at
the National Assembly. The delegation included the President of the Riigikogu of Estonia, Lauri
Hussar; the Speaker of the Saeima of Latvia, Daiga Mierina; the Speaker of the Eduskunta of Fin-
land, Jussi Halla-aho; the President of the Storting of Norway, Masud Gharahkhani; the Deputy
Speaker of the Folketing of Denmark, Karsten Honge; the Deputy Speaker of the Seimas of Lithua-
nia, Juozas Olekas; the Deputy Speaker of the Riksdag of Sweden, Kenneth Forslund; and several
other officials.

During the expanded discussions, which were also attended by members of Armenia’s National
Assembly, Alen Simonyan expressed gratitude to the visiting officials, emphasizing that such a high
-level delegation visit is of great importance to the Republic of Armenia. “On behalf of the National
Assembly and myself, I deeply appreciate the commitment of all delegations to visit Armenia and
support our young democracy. Armenia attaches great importance to its relations with each coun-
try in this format—both as bilateral partners and as EU member or associated states. Armenia re-
mains committed to democratic reforms, which are essential for sustainable development, good
governance, the rule of law, and progress in human rights. We are grateful for your continued sup-
port of these reforms,” said the Speaker of the National Assembly.

The speakers and deputy speakers of the Nordic and Baltic parliaments, in turn, thanked Alen
Simonyan for the warm reception, stating that they were impressed by Armenia. They reaffirmed
their unconditional support for Armenia’s territorial integrity and praised Armenia’s efforts to es-
tablish lasting peace in the region. They also highlighted their readiness to support Armenia in its
European integration process, emphasizing their willingness to contribute to this endeavor.

The discussions also touched on inter-parliamentary cooperation, Armenia-EU relations, ongo-
ing reforms in Armenia, and other issues related to regional developments.

Armenian Deputy Foreign Minister and Syrian Foreign Minister Ex-
change Views on Regional Developments

DAMASCUS — Armenia’s Deputy Foreign Minister, Vahan Kostanyan, met with Syria’s Foreign
Minister, Faisal Mekdad, on January 27 in Damascus. This was reported by Armenia’s Ministry of
Foreign Affairs.Expressing gratitude for the warm reception, Deputy Foreign Minister Kostanyan
conveyed the Armenian government’s commitment to fostering bilateral relations with Syria. The
two officials exchanged views on potential areas of cooperation

Vahan Kostanyan reaffirmed Armenia’s readiness to assist in humanitarian efforts and reforms,
as well as in various other programs considered priorities in Syria.

Both sides emphasized the strong historical ties between the Armenian and Syrian peoples In
this context, support was expressed for promoting solidarity and in- iz
clusivity in Syria.

The officials also discussed regional developments, highlighting
the importance of normalizing relations with neighboring countries.
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Armenia Faces Challenges in 2025

As Armenia enters 2025, it is clear that the year will present significant geopo-
litical challenges for the country. Armenia’s security, political stability, and
economic development will continue to be shaped by complex dynamics. The
ongoing tensions with Azerbaijan over the so-called Zangezur corridor, Iran’s
weakening positions in the region, fall of the Assad regime, the Russian-
Ukrainian war and evolving role of Russia in the South Caucasus and the
change of global power all lead to a volatile situation.

Iran’s Weakening Positions in the Region

Iran’s positions in the region have significantly weakened after the downfall of the Assad gov-
ernment in Syria. Previously Iran had been deeply involved in supporting Hafez al-Assad together
with Russia but eventually reduced its engagement due to the Iranian confrontation with Israel and
other factors. While Iran had traditionally maintained a significant presence in Syria, especially
through military bases and alliances with groups like Hezbollah, the recent ascendancy of Turkish-
backed forces and the withdrawal of both Russian and Iranian forces from key positions in Syria, as
well as Iran’s setback in Israel, led to the loss of Syria and weakening of Tehran’s strategic position
in the region.

Another factor that might contribute to Iran’s suppression is US President Donald Trump’s as-
cendance to power once again on January 20. Given Trump’s previous records of harsh economic
sanctions on Iran and Iran’s alleged assassination attempt on Trump, the 47th president of the US
will possibly make US policy towards Iran harsher. One former Trump official even highlighted
that “Tightening the economic noose around Iran is going to be a day one foreign policy priority to
start cleaning up Biden’s Middle East mess .Iran’s diminishing influence in the region could pose a
challenge for Armenia, especially in light of the ongoing discourse around the so-called Zangezur
corridor. It is important to note that Armenia considers Iran as its ally, especially in countering
Turkish and Azerbaijani plans of opening this corridor as a link between Azerbaijan and Turkey
through the territory of Armenia. The Iranian leadership, including Supreme Leader Ayatollah
Khamenei, in the past had repeatedly expressed its opposition to such a corridor. However, follow-
ing the downfall of the Assad regime in Syria, the Iranian stance on the matter may be weakened.

Iran has already agreed to engage in talks with Turkey about this issue — signaling potential
concessions. As Turkey becomes more assertive, under President Recep Tayyip Erdogan, Iran may
find itself increasingly forced into compromising its positions on this and other issues.

Consequently, Armenia’s reliance on Iranian assistance could be unpredictable, especially if
broader geopolitical dynamics continue to shift. Thus, it’s crucial to diversify Armenian security
partnerships and diplomatic engagements.

Fall of the Assad Regime

Another potential challenge for Armenia in 2025 could be the influx of Armenians from Syria, a
situation closely tied to the shift of power in Syria and the fall of the Assad regime. The country
that benefited most from the Assad regime’s fall is Turkey, as the Syrian opposition gained power
largely through Turkish support. This has led to the expansion of Turkey’s influence, while Russia
; itions h ken ith their presence in Syria likel iminish furtherin th
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in the near future.

This shift in regional dynamics is a concern for the Armenian community in Syria, especially dur-
ing such an unstable period. The Armenian community in Syria currently faces two key challenges:
first, safeguarding the community’s security, and second, ensuring that its religious, cultural rights,
and identities are respected by the authorities. Armenian Member of the Syrian Parliament Maria
Gabrielyan provided an update on the current situation in Syria by reporting that despite challenges,
the Syrian-Armenian community is gradually returning to normalcy: “Schools are being reopened,
and community life is set to resume soon, with all canteens and cafes now operational.”

However, new events are unfolding nearly every hour, primarily driven by global factors. This y
is returning to its normal rhythm, it remains fluid and the situation could change at any moment.
This is an uncertain period for the Armenian community, and as a result, there could be waves of
Syrian Armenians once again emigrating to Armenia. The Armenian government must be prepared
to address this challenge and provide the necessary support to these Armenians.

Russian-Ukrainian War

Another challenge for Armenia is the ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war. Whatever the outcome is,
it is going to inevitably influence Armenia. John Lough of the British policy institute Chatham
House identifies 4 possible scenarios for the war outcome: “1.'Long war’ — An attritional conflict that
tests each side’s limits, 2.‘Frozen conflict’ — An armistice that would stabilize the front line where it
is. 3. ‘Victory for Ukraine’ — A Western policy shift on support that allows Ukraine to force Russia
back to at least the demarcation line of 23 February 2022. — 4. Defeat for Ukraine’ — Ukraine’s ac-
ceptance of Russian terms of surrender (change of government, demilitarization, neutrality) and ter-
ritorial losses.”

Armenia has distanced itself from Russia on the Ukraine issue, with Prime Minister Nikol Pash-
inyan affirming that Armenia is not an ally of Russia in this conflict. This divergence from Moscow
reflects Armenia’s evolving foreign policy, which seeks to balance traditional alliances with the
need to reduce dependence on Russia
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Economically, Armenia has benefited from the conflict, as trade between Armenia and Russia has
significantly increased. However, despite the immediate economic gains, increasingly continued co-
operation with Russia on this matter could mean greater pressure from the West to adhere to sanc-
tions limiting future growth. Armenia has already taken some steps decreasing Russia’s opportunities
for sanction circumvention through Armenia. Thus, the prolonged war might mean more pressure
for Armenia’s economic ties with Russia that are not in line with the Western sanctions.
As for the geopolitical impact on Armenia, while Russia remains deeply engaged in the conflict in
Ukraine, its capacity to engage in South Caucasian regional issues, including those related to Arme-
nia’s security, has significantly diminished. This means that Armenia will likely face a reduced Rus-
sian presence and involvement in the South Caucasus, which in turn will drive Armenia to further
diversify its foreign relations, fostering closer ties with countries such as the United States, European
Union, and other powers like Iran, India, and China, in order to reduce its dependency on Russia.
The Armenian government will also continue to pursue normalization of relations with Turkey and
Azerbaijan to achieve the goal.

However, Russia’s victory might lead to its deeper engagement within the region and Armenia.
Hence it is crucial for Armenia to pursue balanced relations with all the important actors in the re-
gion regardless of the outcome of the war.

Azerbaijani-Turkish Aggression

One constant and crucial challenge for Armenia is the danger of Azerbaijani-Turkish attacks
against Armenia. Since the 44-day war of 2020, Azerbaijani rhetoric has become more aggressive
with President Ilham Aliyev constantly making statements to justify further attacks against Arme-
nia. One recent remark was made in an interview with Azerbaijani television channels on the night
of January 7, when Aliyev said: “Armenia is effectively a source of threat to the region. The inde-
pendent Armenian state is essentially a fascist state. For nearly 30 years, this country was governed
by bearers of fascist ideology, and they shaped the state in their own image. Therefore, fascism must
be eradicated.” He added: “It will either be eradicated by Armenia’s leadership or by us. There is no
other way.”

Such statements are only a way for Aliyev to legitimize future attacks on Armenia, the danger of
which unfortunately remains significantly high. Meanwhile,
Turkey is actively promoting the idea of the “Zangezur corri-
dor.” With Iran’s influence diminishing in the region, Turkey
managed to secure negotiations with Iran on the matter-
signaling potential concessions. As Turkey grows more asser-

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When is Ramadan 2025? And some other details

Ramadan 2025 is expected to begin on Saturday, March 1, 2025 (according to Saudi Arabia) and
will end on Saturday, March 29, 2025. Eid al Fitr 2025 is expected to be celebrated on Sunday,
March 30, 2025. This is the tentative date as the actual date of commencement of Ramadan 2025 is
subject to the sighting of the moon.

‘What is RAMADAN

Ramadan is the 9th month in Islamic calendar / Hijri Calendar. The length of the Month varies be-
tween 29 and 30 days depending on the sighting of the Shawwal Moon which leads to the much await-
ed Islamic festival of Eid ul Fitr on the 1st of Shawwal. Ramadan is one of the Five Pillars of Islam and
during this holy month, Al-Quran was first revealed to the Prophet Mohammed (S.A.W.). The word
‘Ramadan’ comes from the Arabic world ‘Ramad / Ramida’ which means scorching heat or drought. So
the word Ramadan means abstinence from eating and/or drinking anything from dawn till dusk.

Fasting is obligatory during Ramadan
Millions of Muslims across the world observe fast from dawn till dusk during the whole month of
Ramadan as this is the most sacred month for the whole Muslim Ummah.

The word Fasting has different words in different languages around the world. It is known as
‘ayuno‘ in Spanish ‘Jeline’ in French, ‘Perhiz’ in Turkish, * ' sbsa /as=in Arabic and ‘Puasa’ in
Indonesian and Malay. The word ‘Sawm / Siyam’ ( (pls= /s s=means to abstain or refrain from
something. The word ‘Sawm / Siyam’ ( (pls= /as»=means to abstain or refrain from something. It
means to refrain from food, drink, sexual intercourse and all that which breaks the fast with the sole
intention of of obeying the commandments obeying the commandments of Allah. Whoever denies
this obligation of fasting during Ramadan does not remain a Muslim.

The food eaten before Fajr time is known as ‘Suhoor’ and the food eaten after sunset (Maghrib
Salah) is known as ‘Iftar

The first and last dates of Ramadan are determined by the lunar Islamic calendar.

Beginning

Because the hilal, or crescent moon, typically occurs approximately one day after the new moon,
Muslims can usually estimate the beginning of Ramadan;22 however, many Muslims prefer to confirm
the opening of Ramadan by direct visual observation of the crescent.2!

Laylat al-Qadr- night of power

The Laylat al-Qadr (Arabic: (&) ior "Night of Power" is the night that Muslims believe the Quran
was first sent down to the world, and Muhammad received his first quranic revelation from it. The
night is considered to be the holiest night of the year. It is generally believed to have occurred on an
odd-numbered night during the last ten days of Ramadan; the Dawoodi Bohra believe that Laylat al-
Qadr was the twenty-third night of Ramadan.

Eid

Eid al-Fitr and Eid prayers

The holiday of Eid al-Fitr (Arabic: ,(,k4l xewhich marks the end of Ramadan and the beginning
of Shawwal, the next lunar month, is declared after a crescent new moon has been sighted or after
completion of thirty days of fasting if no sighting of the moon is possible. Eid celebrates the return to a
more natural disposition (fitra) of eating, drinking, and marital intimacy.

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9 defendants sentenced to life in retrial over
assassination of Turkish-Armenian journalist Hrant Dink

A Turkish court has sentenced nine defendants to life in prison in the retrial of public officials
accused of complicity in the 2007 assassination of Turkish-Armenian journalist Hrant Dink, follow-
ing a Supreme Court of Appeals ruling that overturned previous verdicts for being too lenient, Turk-
ish media reported on Saturday.

The Istanbul 14th High Criminal Court convicted former Trabzon Gendarmerie Commander Ali
Oz, along with Okan Simgsek, Mehmet Ayhan, Onur Karakaya, Osman Giilbel and Hasan Dur-
musoglu, of “attempting to overthrow the constitutional order,” sentencing each of them to life im-
prisonment. Former gendarmerie officer Muharrem Demirkale received a life sentence for
“premeditated murder,” while Yavuz Karakaya and Bekir Yokus were sentenced to 12 years and 10
years, respectively, for aiding and abetting the murder. Another defendant, Veysal Sahin, was sen-
tenced to 15 years for “negligent homicide” but was acquitted of terrorism-related charges.

The verdicts come after the Supreme Court of Appeals ruled in 2023 that prior sentences handed
down in the case were insufficient. The retrial focused on evidence that some officials had prior
knowledge of the assassination plot but failed to act. Testimony during the trial indicated that intel-
ligence about a planned attack on Dink had been deliberately misdated and concealed under the or-
ders of senior officials. Sahin testified that former Gendarmerie Commander Oz instructed subordi-
nates to suppress intelligence received six months before the murder, documenting it instead as ar-
riving one day after the killing.

Hrant Dink, the editor-in-chief of the Turkish-Armenian bilingual weekly Agos, was shot and
killed outside his office in Istanbul on January 19, 2007 by then-17-year-old Ogiin Samast.Samast
was convicted and sentenced to nearly 23 years in prison in 2011. However, investigations revealed
that multiple public officials had knowledge of the assassination plot but failed to prevent it.

The initial trial concluded in 2021 with 27 convictions and 33 acquittals, including former Trab-
zon police intelligence chief Engin Ding and Istanbul intelligence head Ahmet ilhan Giiler, who
were cleared of “negligent homicide.” Former high-ranking police officials Ramazan Akyiirek and
Ali Fuat Yilmazer received aggravated life sentences for “premeditated murder.” The Supreme Court
of Appeals upheld these sentences but overturned other convictions, leading to the retrial.

International observers such as the Committee to Protect Journalists (CP]) have described the in-
vestigation into the assassination as politicized.

The family of Dink has also frequently expressed dissatisfaction with the court proceedings,
which they said failed to go after the real actors behind the murder. Samast, who was released from
prison in November 2023 after serving more than 16 years, has claimed that he was told before car-
rying out the act that there would be government support behind him after committing the murder
and that he should have no worries about it.

The latest verdicts mark another chapter in the prolonged legal battle over Dink’s killing, but
they are unlikely to be the final ones, as defense attorneys have indicated plans to appeal.

Dink, a prominent advocate for Turkish-Armenian reconciliation, had faced threats and harass-
ment before his murder, particularly due to his writings on the Armenian genocide. His assassination

On the evening of Wednesday, February 12, 2025, representatives from the leaderships of the
Social Democratic Hunchakian Party (SDHP), Armenian Revolutionary Federation (ARF), and the
Armenian Democratic Liberal Party (ADL) of Western America held a two-hour meeting at the
ARF headquarters in Glendale.

Additionally, emphasis was placed on securing the right of the Armenians of Artsakh to re-
turn to their homeland, the release of the Artsakh leadership and other political prisoners held in
Baku, and, despite the challenges we face, standing firm in the defense of our independent home-
land with all our strength and focused effort.

As the genocidal policies of Turkey and its partner Azerbaijan continue to be present today, dur-
ing the meeting, it was decided to revitalize, with united efforts, the communal structure for the
commemoration of the April Genocide Remembrance (AGC-UACLA) in the tradition established in
previous years, and to participate actively in the upcoming April memorials. Moreover, the three
parties will collaborate in a coordinated effort to promote other national and community initiatives.

It is clear that the Armenian nation and homeland are in a dangerous situation, and once again,
we find ourselves amid challenges and geopolitical turmoil. Therefore, our call is for everyone to
unite around our national organizations, to remain steadfast in our national demands, values, and

rights, and to contribute to the security and well-being of the nation. This is the cry of our countless
and revered martyrs.

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Armenian Patriarch of Jerusalem Urges Israeli Prime Minister to
Intervene in Tax Dispute

JERUSALEM — The Armenian Patriarch of Jerusalem, Archbishop Nourhan Manougian, has sent
a letter to Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu regarding the Arnona (municipal tax) dis-
pute, according to Father Aghan Gogchyan, Chancellor of the Armenian Patriarchate of Jerusalem.

In the letter, the Patriarch urges the Prime Minister to intervene, halt the actions taken by the
Jerusalem Municipality against the Armenian Patriarchate, and resume meetings with the govern-
ment committee appointed to resolve the issue.

The Armenian Patriarchate of Jerusalem is facing an imminent foreclosure of its historic proper-
ties due to a disputed municipal tax debt allegedly accrued since 1994. If the court rejects the Patri-
archate’s appeal on February 24, 2025, the municipality is expected to seize and auction off Armeni-
an Church properties that have been owned for centuries.

The Patriarchs and Heads of the Churches in Jerusalem issued a joint statement expressing their
unwavering solidarity with the Armenian Patriarchate in its pursuit of justice against what they de-
scribe as an unjust foreclosure order by the Jerusalem Municipality.

“The actions taken against the Armenian Patriarchate, based on an unverified and exorbitant Ar-
nona tax debt, are legally dubious and morally unacceptable,” the statement reads.

“It is inconceivable that Christian institutions, which have safeguarded faith, served communi-
ties, and preserved the sacred heritage of the Holy Land for centuries, should now face the threat of
property seizure under Israeli administrative measures that disregard due process. Particularly
alarming is the municipality’s attempt to enforce a debt determination without judicial scrutiny, in
defiance of the governmental committee established to negotiate such matters in good faith. This
reckless move jeopardizes the Orthodox Armenian Patriarchate and sets a dangerous precedent that
could imperil Christian institutions throughout the Holy Land,” the church leaders stated.

They further emphasized that such actions undermine religious freedom, the foundation of all
other rights, by depriving the Orthodox Armenian Church of the economic resources necessary to
sustain its mission and serve the local Armenian community.

“The targeting of one Church is an assault on all, and we cannot remain silent while the founda-
tions of our Christian witness in the land of Christ’s ministry are shaken. We call upon Prime Min-
ister Benjamin Netanyahu, Interior Minister Moshe Arbel, and Minister Tzachi Hanegbi to immedi-
ately intervene, freeze all foreclosure proceedings, and ensure that negotiations resume within the
designated governmental committee to reach an amicable resolution in the spirit of justice,” the
statement concludes.
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THE Armenian Quarter is one of the four sectors of the walled Old City of Jerusalem. Located in the
southwestern corner of the Old City, it can be accessed through the Zion Gate and Jaffa Gate. It occupies an
area of 0.126 km? (126 dunam), which is 14% of the Old City's total. In 2007, it had a population of 2,424
(6.55% of Old City's total). In both criteria, it is comparable to the Jewish Quarter. The Armenian Quarter is
separated from the Christian Quarter by David Street (Suq el-Bazaar) and from the Jewish Quarter by Habad
Street (Suq el-Husur).

The Armenian presence in Jerusalem dates back to the 4th century CE, when Armenia adopted Christiani-
ty as a national religion and Armenian monks settled in Jerusalem. Hence, it is considered the oldest liv-
ing diaspora community outside the Armenian homeland. Gradually, the quarter developed around the St.
James Monastery—which dominates the quarter—and took its modern shape by the 19th century. The mon-
astery houses the Armenian Apostolic Church's Jerusalem Patriarchate, which was established as a diocese in
the 7th century CE. The patriarchate is the de facto administrator of the quarter and acts as a "mini-welfare
state" for the approximately 1,500 Armenian residents.

Though institutionally separate from the Greek Orthodox and Catholic Christians, the Armenians consider
their quarter to be part of the Christian Quarter. The three Christian patriarchates of Jerusalem and the gov-
ernment of Armenia have publicly expressed their opposition to any political division of the two quarters. The

central reason for the quarter's being perceived as separate from the rest of the Christian Quarter has to do
with the distinct language and culture of the Armenians, who, unlike the majority of Christians in Jerusalem,
are not Arabic speakers nor Palestinians.

In the 19th century, most of the Armenian and Christian quarters had "European-style gable roofs" as op-
posed to the domes preferred in the Muslim and Jewish quarters.[34] In 1833 the Armenians established the
city's first printing press.[24][35][36][37] A seminary was opened in 1857.[25] In 1855 the first photographic
workshop in Jerusalem was founded in the Armenian Quarter.[24] Schools for boys (1840) and girls (1862)
were united in 1869 under the name Holy Translators' School[25] and became the first coeducational school in
Jerusalem.

COW’s garden and lease

In July 2021, a plot of land called Cows' Garden (Goveroun Bardez) was leased by the Armenian Patriar-
chate to Danny Rubenstein, a Jewish businessman from Australia.3Z The area is used as a car park and for
group dinners.58 Father Baret Yeretzian, director of the Patriarchate's real estate department, who confirmed
the deal, told him that the land was leased for 98 years and Rubenstein plans to build a luxurious hotel on the
property.22 The Armenian Patriarchate said the deal, approved by the Holy Synod, was signed with "a corpo-
rate from the United Arab Emirates" and was expected to receive a net income of hundreds of thousands of
dollars.©6ll The Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin, the leading body of the Armenian Church, said the situa-
tion had disrupted the "internal solidarity and unity" within the Patriarchate and "reduce[d its] reputation."
Catholicos Karekin II urged Patriarch Nourhan Manougian to "reflect on the concerns through proper inter-
pretation, and to restore solidarity in the Brotherhood."

Surveyors started working at the site in 2023 and a sign was posted listing XANA Capital Group, a Dubai-
registered Israeli firm.lZl The Armenian Patriarchate of Jerusalem released a statement on 1 November 2023
announcing the cancellation of the agreement to lease the property.Bulldozers arrived soon afterwards and
began tearing up the carpark portion of the leased land.The validity of the contract is being challenged by the
Armenian Church through the Israeli courts.
