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Armenia and France Discuss Strengthening Economic Ties,
Construction of North-South Highway Tunnel

PARIS — Armenian Deputy Prime Minister Tigran Khachatryan and French Minister of Economy,
Finance, Industry, and Digital Sovereignty Eric Lombard met in Paris on Thursday to explore new
avenues for Armenian-French economic cooperation.

According to the Armenian government’s press service, the discussions focused on the potential
involvement of the French government in financing the construction of a tunnel in Bargushat, locat-
ed in southern Armenia, as part of the North-South interstate highway project. The project would
engage leading French construction and engineering companies.

Khachatryan and Lombard also explored opportunities to enhance mutual trade and investment
and strengthen business ties between the private sectors of both countries.

Emphasizing the successful track record of collaboration with French enterprises, Khachatryan
underscored the importance of increasing the presence of French companies in Armenia. He high-
lighted the benefits of attracting new expertise and fostering a dynamic business culture.

Lombard reaffirmed France’s commitment to deepening economic relations with Armenia, assur-
ing that the proposed projects would remain a priority for the French government. He pledged to take
the necessary steps to ensure their successful implementation. The parties also agreed on future
measures and formats for cooperation.

The estimated cost of constructing the southern section of the Sisian-Kajaran highway, part of the
North-South transport corridor, is €452 million. The financing will come from a combination of loans
from the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD), the European Investment
Bank (EIB), and the Eurasian Fund for Stabilization and Development (EFSD), along with contribu-
tions from the Armenian government.

The project includes the construction of a new 60-kilometer section of road, designed to increase
travel speeds from 50 km/h to 100 km/h. The highway will feature three-lane roads with asphalt con-
crete pavement, five tunnels (including one in the Bargushat area), 11 bridges, 68 fences, and 43 re-
taining walls. The project is scheduled for completion in November 2032.
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Aliyev Claims “Western Zangezur Was Unjustly Given to Armenia”

ANKARA — Azerbaijani President Ilham Aliyev has once again asserted that Zangezur is
“Azerbaijani land that was deliberately handed over to Armenia to complicate the lives of Azerbaija-
nis.” He made these remarks yesterday in Ankara during the inauguration ceremony of the Igdir-
Nakhchivan gas pipeline.

“As you know, Nakhchivan is ancient Azerbaijani land. However, for more than a century, it has
been separated from Azerbaijan’s main territory. This is because, in 1920, five months after the fall of
the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic, Soviet authorities removed Western Zangezur from Azerbaijan
and annexed it to Armenia. This severed the land connection between Azerbaijan’s main territory
and Nakhchivan, which is an inseparable part of our country. This century-old injustice has had se-
vere consequences for our compatriots living in Nakhchivan,” Aliyev stated.

While speaking about Nakhchivan, Aliyev once again took the opportunity to praise his father,
former President Heydar Aliyev, crediting him for keeping the autonomous republic under Baku’s
control.

“When the First Karabakh War began, Armenia occupied Karabakh while simultaneously block-
ading Nakhchivan. The Armenians also planned to occupy Nakhchivan, but my father, Heydar Ali-
yev, who was leading Nakhchivan at the time, did not allow that to happen. The people of Nakhchiv-
an united, defended their homeland, and repelled the invaders,” Aliyev said.

However, in his speech, Aliyev did not present any factual evidence to support his claim that Ar-
menia intended to occupy Nakhchivan in the 1990s. He also avoided mentioning that after the mili-
tary clashes in the Sadarak-Yeraskh area in the spring of 1992, Heydar Aliyev engaged in separate
negotiations with Yerevan, which effectively led to a ceasefire along the Armenia-Nakhchivan bor-
der. Additionally, Black Garden, one of the most well-known books on the Nagorno-Karabakh con-
flict by Thomas de Waal, states that in 1992-93, when Heydar Aliyev needed to leave Nakhchivan by
plane, his flights were pre-approved by the Armenian government.

Yesterday’s inauguration ceremony was attended remotely from Ankara by the presidents of Azer-
baijan and Turkey. On-site, near the Nakhchivan-Turkey border, Azerbaijani and Turkish energy
ministers Parviz Shahbazov and Alparslan Bayraktar participated in the event. They symbolically
opened the valve of the 80-kilometer-long pipeline, which was constructed in just a year and a half.

Turkish President Recep Tayyip Erdogan expressed confidence that the launch of the Igdir-
Nakhchivan gas pipeline would further strengthen Turkish-Azerbaijani relations and enhance Anka-
ra’s influence in the Nakhchivan Autonomous Republic.

“The fraternal ties between Turkey and Azerbaijan continue to develop based on the principle of ‘One Na-
tion, Two States.” This progress extends across all sectors, from trade to defense. The Igdir-Nakhchivan gas pipe-
line will complement our strategic energy projects while also symbolizing the inseparable connection between
Turkey and Nakhchivan,” Erdogan stated.
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Armenia to Appoint Defense Attaché to the European Union

YEREVAN — The Armenian Ministry of Defense has approved a decision to appoint a defense at-
taché to the European Union, citing “significant developments” in Armenia’s defense and military co-
operation with Belgium and the EU in recent times.

“The support provided to Armenia under the European Peace Facility, the launch of negotiations
on Armenia’s participation in EU crisis management missions, and the substantial expansion of the
security and defense component in the new Armenia-EU partnership agenda have created favorable
conditions for further developing military cooperation with the EU. Additionally, Armenia’s recently
initiated military cooperation with Belgium may, in the long run, contribute positively to enhancing
Armenia’s defense capabilities and resilience,” the official document states.

According to the proposal, the newly established position of defense attaché to the EU will be held
concurrently by Armenia’s existing defense attaché to NATO. As per the government’s decision, this
attaché will be responsible for coordinating military and defense cooperation with international or-
ganizations.

“The role of the defense attaché within Armenia’s representation to the European Union will facil-
itate effective cooperation and participation in various discussions. It will also provide an opportunity
to present Armenia’s military and geopolitical priorities, as well as its approach to maintaining inter-
national peace and security,” the Ministry of Defense emphasized.

EU Weighs Additional Military Aid for Armenia

BRUSSELS — The European Union is considering allocating an additional €10 million ($10.5 mil-
lion) in “non-lethal” military aid to Armenia through its European Peace Facility (EPF), a special fund
designed to strengthen the defense capacities of EU partners.

According to sources from Radio Free Europe/Radio Liberty (RFE/RL) in Brussels, the EU’s High
Representative for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, Kaja Kallas, has submitted a proposal to the
bloc’s decision-making Council.

The proposal is expected to be discussed in the coming weeks, though a specific date has not yet
been set. For approval, it must receive unanimous support from all 27 EU member states.

Armenia received its first-ever EU military aid package—also worth €10 million—last July. The
funds were designated for a two-and-a-half-year period to establish a field hospital and auxiliary facil-
ities for a battalion-sized Armenian army unit.

Hungary initially blocked that allocation for months, demanding that similar aid be provided to
Azerbaijan, with which it maintains close ties. Budapest reportedly lifted its veto in exchange for an
EU commitment to finance demining activities in Azerbaijan through a separate source.

It remains unclear whether Hungary or any other member state will object to the new proposal.

Earlier this year, EU member states approved Kallas’s proposal to extend the EU’s monitoring mis-
sion along Armenia’s border with Azerbaijan by two years. The mission—strongly opposed by Azer-
baijan and Russia—was launched in February 2023 to prevent or minimize ceasefire violations.

NEW DELHI — At the start of his official visit to New Delhi, the Minister of
Foreign Affairs of Armenia, Ararat Mirzoyan, delivered a speech at the Indian
Council of World Affairs ICWA).

In his address, Minister Mirzoyan provided an in-depth analysis of the dynam-
ics and prospects of Armenia-India bilateral relations, as well as regional and in-
ternational issues.

“Today, Armenia and India share a multi-layered partnership that continues to
develop dynamically. Deepening comprehensive cooperation with India is a prior-
ity of Armenia’s foreign policy, and we view these relations from a long-term per-
spective. In recent years, our bilateral relations have seen significant progress. I
must emphasize that this has been made possible thanks to the personal efforts
and strong commitment of my dear friend and colleague, Dr. Jaishankar. Through
joint efforts and determined dedication, we have achieved tangible results in vari-
ous areas of mutual interest, including the economy, security and defense, infor-
mation technology, education, and culture. We are also exploring the vast poten-
tial for further strengthening the strategic ties between the Republic of Armenia
and the Republic of India”.b Minister Mirzoyan stated.

Speaking about Armenia’s vision for peace and partnerships, the Foreign Minis-
ter said: “We firmly believe peace has no alternative, and only agreements reached
through dialogue can bring lasting stability and regional progress. Perhaps, this
vision could not have been defined better than through Mahatma Gandhi’s fa-

mous message: “There is no way to peace, peace is the way”.
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Documents signed following Armenia-India foreign ministers'
meeting

On March 10, a private meeting between Armenian Foreign Minister Ararat Mirzoyan and India's
External Affairs Minister Subrahmanyam Jaishankar took place in New Delhi, followed by an expand-
ed meeting of the delegations led by the ministers. According to the Armenian Foreign Ministry, in
his speech, Foreign Minister Mirzoyan expressed his deep gratitude for the invitation and warm wel-
come.

“Esteemed Minister, it is always a great pleasure to have the opportunity to exchange views with
you, not only on our bilateral agenda but also on regional and global issues. I congratulate you on your
team’s recent victory at the International Cricket Council tournament. I believe this is an important
and quite symbolic event," Mirzoyan stated.

He emphasized that the centuries-old relations between the two countries have risen to a signifi-
cantly new level in recent years. “And this is, first and foremost, thanks to your personal efforts and
contributions, Mr. Minister, which we greatly appreciate,” the FM added. "Your visit to Armenia in
2021, and my, I would say, quite frequent visits to India, as well as our interaction on international
platforms, testify to the very active political dialogue that exists between our two countries. I am con-
fident that we should maintain this dynamic of high-level visits between our two countries. We want
to build stronger economic, trade, technological, and cultural ties with India so that both our peoples
benefit from this relationship in the decades and centuries to come."

Among other issues, Mirzoyan also highlighted the importance of regular political consultations
between the Ministries of Foreign Affairs of the two countries, as well as the regular sessions of the
Intergovernmental Commission.

Mirzoyan emphasized that during their private conversation, he and his Indian counterpart had
already had the opportunity to discuss a number of important bilateral issues, as well as regional and
global concerns. He expressed satisfaction in continuing the discussions in the expanded format.

“It is a great honor for Armenia to receive such a prestigious award, which highlights the
country’s unique landscapes, rich culture, and growing potential as a leading adventure
tourism destination,” the Armenian Tourism Committee has said in a statement.
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Armenia officially entitled to export high-quality aquaculture finfish, caviar, and

Commission, the technical procedure leading to this authorisation, which lasted a few years, has come to a suc-
cessful fruition.

This milestone marks a significant step in Armenia's journey towards economic diversification, opening up
new opportunities for growth and collaboration on a global scale," reads the statement.

Italian Experts Leading Restoration of Garni Temple Bathhouse

YEREVAN — The Armenian Ministry of Education, Science, Culture, and Sports is collaborating
with leading Italian specialists to restore the bathhouse of Garni Temple.

In 2019, Italian architect Lucio Speca, a specialist in restoration work, prepared and submitted to
the Ministry a Project for the Valuation and Restoration of the Garni Bath, which outlines plans to
reinforce and restore the mosaic, as well as replace the covering with modern architectural solutions.

Recognizing the significance of the Garni Temple and Bath, and the methodology proposed in the
project, an agreement was reached in 2024 for the mosaic’s restoration by the L’Opificio delle Pietre
Dure Institute, with support from the Italian Embassy in Armenia. This institute, a specialized branch
of the Italian Ministry of Culture, focuses on the research and restoration of monumental art.

As part of the project,
specialists from the in- -
stitute conducted on-site '

measurements in 2024. 2

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EBRD Launches New Investment Strategy for Armenia

LONDON — The European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) has published its
investment strategy for Armenia for 2025-30.

The Bank’s two main investment priorities in the country will be to support the development of a
more inclusive and competitive private sector and to accelerate the green economy transition by pro-
moting sustainable infrastructure.

The Bank invested nearly €1 billion in Armenia under the previous country strategy for 2019 to
2024, helping to drive significant economic progress. In 2024 alone, the EBRD invested a record €396
million in the country, with a strong emphasis on private-sector development and support for infra-
structure to enhance Armenia’s trade opportunities.

In the past few years, the Armenian economy has seen strong growth, despite numerous econom-
ic and geopolitical challenges. The Bank’s new strategy builds on this momentum, aiming to address
outstanding issues such as Armenia’s low level of economic diversification and restricted access to
international markets.

The EBRD will support Armenia’s continued development through investment and policy dia-
logue.

The strategy’s first priority is to enhance the inclusivity and competitiveness of the private sector
by improving financial intermediation, providing targeted support for small and medium-sized en-
terprises, as well as refugees and host communities, and fostering trade diversification.

The second priority is to invest in sustainable infrastructure with a view accelerating the green
economy transition. This will include financing energy-efficiency initiatives, expanding the Bank’s
Green Cities programme and enhancing energy security with an emphasis on renewable energy solu-
tions.

Additional efforts will be made to support Armenia’s Nationally Determined Contributions and
low-carbon pathways.

George Akhalkatsi, EBRD Head of Armenia, said: “Building on our strong track record, the EBRD
envisions a future for Armenia where inclusivity and sustainability pave the way for a robust private
sector. The EBRD will channel investments with a strong emphasis on diversification and access to
international markets, private-sector and capital-market development, and renewable energy en-
hancement, in tandem with policy dialogue efforts to further key reforms.”

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Join the dots between Gallipoli and the
Armenian genocide

This April marks the 110* anniversary not only of the Gallipoli campaign,( Mioutune) but — to-
day — of the Armenian genocide. The destruction of the Armenians coincided with the planned Allied
attack against the Ottoman capital, Istanbul.

For the Young Turk Committee of Union and Progress (CUP) at the reins of the Ottoman Empire,
Spring 1915 was a watershed moment. Together with its defence of the Dardanelles, this conspiratori-
al group of right-wing revolutionaries made its war “total” in a way that Europe did not know before
the second world war.

In 1915 and 1916, the Ottoman Armenians were destroyed as an organised community, while
more than half of them, around one million people, were killed. After the Allies had failed in its naval
breakthrough through the Isthmus on March 18 1915, they launched a landing on the Gallipoli pen-
insula, east of the Dardanelles, on April 25.

This occurred just a few hours after the ottoman minister of the interior, Mehmed Talat, the CUP’s
strong man, issued orders to destroy his fellow Ottoman Armenians. Even if the Ottoman Empire
eventually lost the war, which it had considerably prolonged by joining it, the CUP achieved its min-
imal war goal: exclusive Muslim power in Asia Minor by destroying the Armenians.

Its Kemalist successors, most of them former CUP members, built the Republic of Turkey in a
“cleansed” Asia Minor. Like Mehmed Talat, Kemalists exalted Gallipoli as a victory of Muslim Anato-
lia against imperialist invasion. For them, it paved the way to a successful nation-state.

For the pioneer of the UN Genocide Convention of 1948, Raphael Lemkin, the suffering:

of the Armenian men, women, and children thrown into the Fuphrates River or massacred on the
way to Der-el-Zor [...] prepared the way for the adoption for the Genocide Convention by the Unit-
ed Nations.

Lemkin based his work on what Armenians and Jews experienced during the two world wars.

Why genocide?

Genocide was a means of total war. For the CUP, the war served both to secure a sovereign and
safe home for Muslims in Asia Minor (its minimal, “existential” goal), and to restore and expand the
Empire (its maximal war goal).

Many leading members of the CUP hailed from the Balkans, once part of the Ottoman Empire, but
which had been lost during the Balkan Wars in 1912-1913. In 1913, triggered by the loss of Macedo-
nia, the CUP established a dictatorial regime and redefined what it understood as a nation.

The CUP was already unwilling to share power equally with Ottoman non-Turks and non-
Muslims before the constitutional revolution of 1908, but after the loss of Macedonia (divided among
Greece, Serbia and Bulgaria), leading members of the CUP embarked on defining the Empire as a
Turkish nation in which only Muslims could be successfully assimilated. Asia Minor was to become
the Turk’s Homeland (Tiirk Yurdu).

In this new and more exclusive vision of the Empire, Ottoman Christians were seen as aliens and
acting as a fifth column. In June 1914, for example, the CUP expelled about 150,000 Greek Orthodox
Christians from the Aegean coast and settled Muslim refugees from the Balkans in their houses.

The CUP, looking through Social Darwinist “Macedonian glasses”, then turned to another topical
conflict of the late Ottoman world — the ‘Armenian question’ in the eastern provinces.
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The European powers had instituted article 61 of the Berlin Treaty (1878) to safeguard a secure fu-
ture for Armenians with their Muslim neighbours through reform. The Ottoman government belated-
ly signed the Reform Agreement on 8 February 1914. By that time, however, the Agreement was at
odds with the CUP’s exclusive outlook on its core land and its co-optation with anti-constitutional
forces in the region.

In a time of peace, the Reform Agreement might have worked.

Europe in crisis and the Armenians

What changed the situation was the crisis of European diplomacy in July 1914 and the German
Kaiser’s order to accept a CUP request for a war alliance.

Germany’s paramount goal was military victory. When the CUP consequently annulled the Reform
Agreement, Germany did not protest. The highly influential German military mission in Istanbul con-
tributed to a comprehensive mobilisation of Ottoman forces and pressed for Ottoman military action
(A scene if you remember from the movie “The Promise” Mioutune) according to the terms of the alli-
ance signed on August 2, 1914.

Once the overstretched Ottoman forces went on the offensive, however, they began to lose. The
failure of the Allied naval assault on March 18, 1915, in the Dardanelles saved the CUP( according to
testimonials if the bombardment continued for 2 hours 5 the outcome of Dardanelle would have been
victorious) and instilled in it the audacity to achieve its minimal war goal in a radical way: by doing
away with the Armenians.

Talat Pasha felt confident in both a successful Ottoman-German defence of the capital and a win-
dow of opportunity in the shadow of this effort directed at the Armenians.

On April 24 1915, he ordered the arrest and deportation of Armenian intellectuals in Constantino-
ple — and then began to target the Armenians as a whole after he had implemented regional anti-
Armenian measures and disarmed Armenians serving in the army.Evidently, Ottoman Armenians
could not share the CUP’s notion of a Turk Homeland (Tirk Yurdu).

From the Autumn of 1914, Armenians became deeply worried by Islamist and Turkish war propa-
ganda and the CUP’s obstruction of the Reform Agreement. Several thousand young men had joined
the Russian army, but for others the future looked bleak. One can sense the exasperation and frustra-
tion of Armenian voices during those early months of the war but still hoped on German help.

Hopes set on Germany were misplaced. The Armenians were alone, except the asylum offered by
Alevi and Yezidi Kurdish neighbourhoods, several Muslim families and some support given by Ameri-
can and Swiss missionaries on the spot.

In a few places, Armenians organised resistance. The most prominent was the resistance on Musa
Dagh, a mountain in the Turkish province of Hatay, that later gave birth to a novel by Franz Werfel, a
contemporary Austrian writer. His book was translated into Yiddish and avidly read in Jewish ghettos
during the second world war.

An organised destruction

The destruction of the Armenians ordered by Talat Pasha took place in several phases.

He first ordered the arrest, torture and murder of Armenian leaders, beginning on the night of
April 24.

In a second step, he organised the removal of the Armenian people to Syria. He began in the east-
ern provinces where elderly men, boys and other men not serving in the army were massacred before
removal.

At several places on the way, mass killing included women and children. Rape was systematic. Re-
moval from Western Asia Minor as well as Thrace started in July 1915, and included the displacement
of men that partly took place by train.
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The second phase of genocide concerned the survivors of deportation who starved to death in
camps in the Syrian desert.

About 150,000 Armenians were formally Islamised, resettled in the south and were thus saved by
Jemal Pasha, the military governor of Syria. Apart from that, any attempts at resettlement were frus-
trated. In August 1916, more than 100,000 survivors of starvation and renewed forced marches to the
southeast, including children, and were killed east of the Euphrates next to Dair el-Zor. These were
scenes of indescribable horror.

In guise of a conclusion, a question that’s being asked elsewhere today: Can the Allies’ failed inva-
sion of Gallipoli be honestly commemorated without remembering the Armenian genocide?

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Armenian Church calls on international community to take action to
release captives in Azerbaijan

The Armenian Apostolic Church’s Supreme Spiritual Council has called on the international
community to take action to release the unlawfully detained Armenian prisoners in Azerbaijan.

The Supreme Spiritual Council, chaired by Catholicos Karekin II, released a statement on the
matter on Wednesday.

“The actions against the Armenian captives and hostages unlawfully held in Azeri custody are
yet again the manifestations of the Azerbaijani authorities’ continuous hostility and aggression
against the Armenian people and the Republic of Armenia,” it said, adding that the ongoing trials in
Baku are conducted with explicit violations of fundamental principles of international law, and the
captives are subjected to torture and inhumane treatment.

The Supreme Spiritual Council said that the Azeri authorities explicitly seek to “fundamentally
distort the history of the exercise of right to self-determination of the people of Artsakh [Nagorno-
Karabakh], with the aim of humiliating our people and the Armenian state.”

“Ignoring the international community’s calls and demands, the Azerbaijani government tries to
not only to conceal but to justify the undeniable facts of the genocide and war crimes it had perpe-
trated, and misrepresent the victims as criminals. Through the fake testimonies extorted through
sham trials and torture of Armenian captives, the Azerbaijani authorities attempt to secure verdicts
with far-reaching, evil ambitions and create prerequisite for unleashing new demands and aggres-
sion against the Republic of Armenia and the Armenian people,” it added, emphasizing that the
Azeri authorities have blocked international lawyers and organizations from visiting the Armenian
captives. “They are even deprived of the elemental possibilities of using spiritual care,” it said.

The Supreme Spiritual Council attached importance to the united efforts of Armenian authori-
ties and pan-Armenian organizations to achieve the release of Armenian captives. “We call on the
government of Armenia to initiate practical and maximally visible steps to utilize all opportunities
and the entire potential of Armenian and international circles for this purpose. We also call upon
the leaders of the OSCE Minsk Group co-chairing countries, international human rights organiza-
tions and their leaders, to apply maximally effective measures against Azerbaijan to urgently repat-
riate the Armenian captives. Sustainable, lasting peace and conditions for dignified co-existence for
generations in the region can be ensured only through the fair resolution of existing conflicts and
exercise of the rights of the Artsakh Armenians,” it added.

The Supreme Spiritual Council expressed support to the Armenian captives, calling on Ruben
Vardanyan to end his hunger strike for his safety, and continue “the struggle with firm faith for the
right to free and dignified life.”

Azerbaijan has officially acknowledged that it is holding 23 Armenian prisoners despite a post-
war obligation to release all POWs and detainees.

Armenian Foreign Minister Ararat Mirzoyan had earlier described the Azeri trial as “mock tri-
als.”

The detainees include former top officials of Nagorno-Karabakh such as the former presidents
Bako Sahakyan, Arkady Ghukasyan and Arayik Harutyunyan, as well as former State Minister Ru-
ben Vardanyan. They were arrested after the 2023 Azeri offensive in Nagorno-Karabakh which

resulted in the forced displacement of the region’s entire Armenian population of over 100,000.
The former officials are all facing fabricated charges in what many experts and officials have described as sham
trials.Vardanyan, whose case has been separated from the others, recently announced a hunger strike in protest
of the sham trial. In a statement, he called on world leaders and the international community to interfere.
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Vardanyan has vehemently denied all charges against him which include “financing terrorism” and
‘illegally entering” Karabakh. Vardanyan, as well as many experts, have described the charges as falsi-
fications. The former chief prosecutor of the International Criminal Court Luis Moreno Ocampo earli-
er slammed the charges as bogus, emphasizing that Baku is using the show trials to cover up its crimes
in Nagorno-Karabakh.

Jared Genser, Vardanyan's lawyer, recently said that his client’s health is in danger.

Christian leaders’ letter to US President Trump calls for urgent action to
release Armenian hostages in Azerbaijan

A coalition of American Christian leaders has sent a letter to President Donald Trump urging deci-
sive action to free 24 Christian hostages—23 Armenian Christians and one Azerbaijani Christian con-
vert—held by Azerbaijani authorities, Christian News Wire reported citing a press release by Save Ar-
menia.

Among them is Ruben Vardanyan, who remains in extremely critical condition as his hunger strike
extends into its 21st day, leaving his health rapidly deteriorating in Azerbaijani detention. In their ap-
peal, the signatories cite credible reports of torture and ongoing abuse, emphasizing their belief that
President Trump’s leadership is uniquely positioned to resolve this crisis, and that swift action is need-
ed to save Christian lives.

In the letter, the Christian leaders wrote:

“We believe you are the only one who can rescue these Christian hostages. Almost two years ago,
Azerbaijan ethnically cleansed more than 120,000 Christian Armenians from their ancestral homes,
while the Biden administration refused to take action. Since then, 23 Christian Armenian hostages and
one Azeri Christian convert have been subjected to routine torture. The International Committee of
the Red Cross—the only organization permitted to check on their well-being—was ordered to leave
the country in recent days.”

They further praise President Trump’s previous support of Armenia and persecuted Christians, stat-
ing:

“Thank you for your support for
Armenia and persecuted Christians
during your campaign. Your state-
ment was powerful and sent a clear
message to those who would under-
mine Armenia’s security and their
rich Christian heritage as the first
country in the history of the world
to embrace the gospel of Christ.”

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Sweden-Armenia Friendship Group Condemns the Illegal
Imprisonment and Harsh Treatment of Armenians in Baku

STOCKHOLM — The Sweden-Armenia Parliamentary Friendship Group has called for
immediate international action to secure the release of Armenians unlawfully de-
tained in Baku under fabricated charges. The group warns that inaction will only en-
courage further repression and violations of human rights.

In an official statement, the Sweden-Armenia Friendship Group emphasized the
urgent need for decisive action to ensure the unconditional release of all Armenian
detainees.

The statement read:

“We, the undersigned members of the Sweden-Armenia Friendship Group in the Swe-
dish Riksdag, strongly condemn the Azerbaijani government’s blatant and systematic
violations of human rights. The illegal imprisonment of Armenian detainees, including
political figures and civilians, as well as their physical and psychological torture and
political persecution, constitute not only a humanitarian crisis but also a clear viola-
tion of international law. Arbitrary detention based on unfounded accusations, used
as a tool of political oppression, is a direct assault on fundamental human rights.”

The statement underscores that these violations are not isolated incidents but deliberate crimes that
undermine the foundations of human rights and international law.

The signatory parliamentarians also warned that the absence of a strong international response on-
ly emboldens further abuses and repression.

The statement concludes by emphasizing that the world is watching, and the response to this crisis
will define the commitment to justice and human rights.

Bishop Hovakim Manukyan and Christian leaders urge UK action on
release of Armenian detainees unlawfully held in Azerbaijan

Bishop Hovakim Manukyan of the Diocese of The Armenian Church of the United Kingdom &
Ireland, together with a group of Christian leaders, has sent a letter to the UK Prime Minister Keir
Starmer, expressing deep concern over the unlawful detention of 23 Armenians by Azerbaijan. Fol-
lowing the forced displacement of 120,000 Armenians from Artsakh in 2023, these individuals—
including former government officials, prisoners of war, and civilians—are facing fabricated charges,
unfair trials, and inhumane treatment in Baku.

The letter highlights the violation of international human rights laws, the denial of legal represen-
tation, and the expulsion of humanitarian organizations from Azerbaijan, leaving detainees in com-
plete isolation. Bishop Manukyan calls on the UK to take a firm stance and urge Azerbaijan to comply
with its international obligations.

"Their continued detention and ongoing trials constitute flagrant and gross violations of Interna-
tional Human Rights and International Humanitarian Law. A firm stance from the United Kingdom
and a strong message that Human Rights violations will not be tolerated, will help ensure that justice
prevails."

Yerevan-Beijing talks

The sides were
pleased to note the positive dynamics in the development of the relationship between Armenia and
China.

EEC highlights strategic significance of Armenia’s Crossroads of Peace project

The trade department of the Eurasian Economic Commission (EEC), the executive body of the Eur-

asian Economic Union (EEU), has described the Armenian government’s Crossroads of Peace project
as having strategic significance.

“We expect the implementation of the Crossroads of Peace project to significantly strengthen Ar-
menia’s role in the greater Eurasia territory, especially through expansion of transport corridors and
increase of transit potential,” the office of Andrey Slepnev, the Member of the Board - Minister in
charge of Trade at the Eurasian Economic Commission said in response to a query from Armenpress.

In written comments for Armenpress, the office of the EEC trade minister added that
“diversification of transport connections in the South Caucasus will have positive impact not only on
the region’s transport system but the development of trade relations between the EEU and third coun-
tries, including Iran.”

The EEC trade minister's office recalled that the Iranian government has also officially endorsed
the project, underscoring the dynamically developing cooperation between EEU member states and
Iran.

“We are approaching the final stage of the full taking effect of the EEU-Iran free trade agreement.
It was signed in December 2023 and it is expected to take effect in May this year. We are convinced
that the implementation of this agreement will significantly boost trade development because it will
allow to more effectively utilize the existing trade potential. We’ve achieved significant results within
the framework of the agreement with Iran in the liberalization of the free trade mode’s customs du-
ties, and more than 90% of goods will be free of customs duties,” the EEC trade minister's office said.

According to the EEC trade department, Armenian exports to Iran will benefit from the agreement,
and most of the goods will be included in the dimension of the customs duties privileges. Besides the
market access, the agreement highlights cooperation in various branches of the economy, especially in
developing transport and transit shipments.

“Amid the significant growth of trade turnover between EEU and Iran, the modernization of lo-
gistic infrastructures, increase of efficiency of transport networks, digitization and development of
new logistic centers have become agenda items. In this context the Crossroads of Peace transport initi-
ative has strategic significance,” the EEC trade department said.

April 6, 1896 - After a break of 1500 years, the first Olympics of the modern era was held in Athens,

April 6, 1917 - Following a vote by Congress approving a declaration of war, the U.S. entered World
War I in Europe.

Birthday - Publisher Joseph Pulitzer (1847-1911) was born in Budapest, Hungary. He came to
America in 1864 and fought briefly in the Civil War for the Union. He then began a remarkable career
in journalism and publishing. His newspapers included the St. Louis Post-Dispatch and the New York
World. He also endowed the journalism school at Columbia University and established a fund for the
Pulitzer Prizes, awarded annually for excellence in journalism.

April 15, 1912 - In the icy waters off Newfoundland, the luxury liner 7jtanic with 2,224 persons on
board sank at 2:27 a.m. after striking an iceberg just before midnight. Over 1,500 persons drowned
while 700 were rescued by the liner Carpathia which arrived about two hours after 7izanic went
down.

April 18, 1982 - Queen Elizabeth II of England signed the Canada Constitution Act of 1982 replac-
ing the British North America Act of 1867, providing Canada with a new set of fundamental laws and
civil rights.

April 19, 1993 - At Waco, Texas, the compound of the Branch Davidian religious cult burned to the
ground with 82 persons inside, including 17 children. The fire erupted after federal agents battered
buildings in the compound with armored vehicles following a 51-day standoff.

Birthday - Adolf Hitler (1889-1945) was born in Braunau am Inn, Austria. As leader of Nazi Germa-
ny from 1933 to 1945, he waged a war of expansion in Europe, precipitating the deaths of an estimated
50 million persons through military conflict and through the Holocaust in which the Nazis attempted

to exterminate the entire Jewish population of Europe

April 22, 1864 - "In God We Trust" was included on all newly minted U.S. coins by an Act of Con-
gress.

April 23rd - Established by Israel's Knesset as Holocaust Day in remembrance of the estimated six
million Jews killed by Nazis.

April 24, 1915 - In Asia Minor during World War I, the first modern-era genocide began with the
deportation of Armenian leaders from Constantinople and subsequent massacre by Young Turks. In
May, deportations of all Armenians and mass murder by Turks began, resulting in the complete elimi-
nation of the Armenians from the Ottoman Empire and all of the historic Armenian homelands. Esti-
mates vary from 800,000 to over 2,000,000 Armenians murdered.

Birthday - Radio inventor Guglielmo Marconi (1874-1937) was born in Bologna, Italy. He pio-
neered the use of wireless telegraphy in the 1890's. By 1921, Marconi's invention had been developed
into wireless telephony (voice radio).

Birthday - Telegraph inventor Samuel F.B. Morse (1791-1872) was born in Charlestown, Massachu-
setts. He developed the idea of an electromagnetic telegraph in the 1830's and tapped out his first mes-

sage "What hath God wrought?" in 1844 on the first telegraph line, running from Washington, D.C. to
Baltimore. The construction of the first telegraph line was funded by Congress ($30,000) after Morse
failed to get any other financial backing. After Western Union was founded in 1856, telegraph lines
were quickly strung from coast to coast in America.

April 30, 1948 - Palestinian Jews declared their independence from British rule and established the
new state of Israel. The country soon became a destination for tens of thousands of Nazi Holocaust sur-
vivors and a strong U.S. ally. An alliance that continuous today in a very dramatic and disastrous
consequences for the region and specially for Palestinians and the Arab world in general.( Mioutune)
